required to keep it in the future Kingdom. In Zechariah 14:16-19, for instance,
we read, And it shall come to pass, that everyone that is left of all the nations
which came against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship
the King, Yahweh of Hosts, and keep the Feast of Tabernacles.

The Eighth Day signifies, “Time out of time.” This means that there are
events that will happen even after the Kingdom is established. We are not told
every little detail in Scripture concerning the scope of what will happen in the
future. The goal of Yahweh’s people is to make it in the first resurrection.
Those who make it, will be priests of Yahweh. It will be our job to teach oth-
ers Yahweh’s Law. This includes teaching them about the true Sabbath and
Holy Days.
